Also, "Sandboxie" has some issues and potential conflicts with 64-bit versions of 
"Windows". See

"SUPERANTISPYWARE" 

 
Harry discussed the "SuperAntiSpyware" software program, which he has found 
very helpful in for finding malware that other programs cannot detect.  
 
SuperAntiSpyware has "portable scanner" version. You can run this version from 
a USB flash drive device without installing it onto the internal hard drive of a 
"Windows" computer.  However, you must download it every day to get the most-
current version of updates.  
 
Since he uses it so much, he is considering buying the $100 technician license  
of SuperAntiSpyware: It allows you to download the "portable scanner" version 
for use in an organization as often as needed:
