
 

 

 
 

HOW TO BACK UP A WINDOWS HARD DRIVE 
USING "CLONEZILLA.." 

FROM A "PARTED MAGIC" LIVECD 
 
You might need to run the BIOS setup/configuration menus to make the bootable DVD/CD 
drive higher in boot order than the bootable Windows hard drive. In order to adjust the boot 
order, follow the instructions in the service manual of your computer or its motherboard, and 
follow the instructions for running the BIOS setup/configuration utility. 
 
Step 1: 
Insert the "Parted Magic" LiveCD into the bootable DVD/CD drive of the computer. 
If the computer is not powered up, you might have to insert the end of a regular-sized paper 
clip into a hole in the DVD/CD drive in order to get its tray to unlatch. 
 
Step 2:
