Enterprise Evaluation" or the free 

"Windows 10 Enterprise Evaluation" to 

make a bootable "Windows to Go 

Workspace" hard drive, the copy of 

Windows..  in it expires in 90 days but 

you renew it twice for a total of 270 

days by running the                               

slmgr   /rearm                                             

inside a "Command Prompt (Admin) at 

the end of the first two 90-day periods.

.ISO file:
