The "Windows 8 Developers Preview", which is also known as "Windows 8 Pre-
beta" provides us with a look into the rapidly-approaching future of the "Windows" 
operating system. Here are some basic steps for making "Windows 8 Pre-beta" 
usable. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
 

TECHNICAL SUMMARY: 
 
Like any new operating system, "Windows 8 Pre-beta" will appear mysterious and 
almost "impossible" when you encounter it for the first time. 
 
To make it more usable, you can do the following: 
 
Click on the "Desktop" tile to get into the more familiar "Desktop" interface. 
 
Make a desktop shortcut for cmd.exe so that you can open a "Command Prompt" 
window (since the "Search" and "Run" boxes are no longer available from the 
"Start" button). 
 
Use the "Control Panel" to make some tweaks so that "file extensions" are 
displayed in "Windows Explorer". 
 
Make a desktop shortcut for the legacy "Control Panel". 
 
Follow a simple procedure to get back the "Start menu" that is based on the  
"Program Files" folder. 
 
If you are running the 64-bit version of "Windows 8 Pre-beta", follow a simple 
procedure to get back the "Start menu" that is based on the "Program Files (x86)" 
folder. 
 
Create a "Shutdown" button in the Metro "Start" screen. 
 
Create a "Shutdown" button in the Metro "Start" screen. 
 
Use the "Control Panel" to set "Visual Effects" to select "Adjust for best 
performance". 
 
Use the "Control Panel" to "supersize" the Windows swap file. 
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
Make a desktop shortcut to the "Snipping Tool".  
 
Install "Firefox" since "Internet Explorer 10 Beta" is not usable for too many Web 
sites at the present time. 
 
Install "Microsoft Security Essentials" or another free anti-malware/anti-virus 
software application. 
 
Install the free "Adobe Reader". 
 
Install "Microsoft Office 2010 Trial", "OpenOffice.org", or "LibreOffice.org". 
 
 

THE "WINDOWS 8 PRE-BETA" IS MISSING A FEW 
ITEMS! 
 
When you start a real or virtual computer that is running "Windows 8 Pre-Beta" and 
then click on the "Desktop" tile, you will arrive at the "Desktop View" which looks a 
lot like the "Desktop" of Windows XP", "Windows Vista", and "Windows 7". 
However, you will start noticing a  few differences when you click on various icons 
and buttons: 
Clicking on the "Start" button at the left or bottom end of the gray "Task bar" does 
not bring up a "Start menu". Instead, it sends you to the Metro "Start" screen. 
Without the "Start menu", you now have to figure out how to get to the "Control 
Panel" which is critical for configuring "Windows..".  
 
Never fear!  
 
The rest of this "how to" document shows you how you can get back the Windows 
applets and configuration screens that you used to see in "Windows XP", Windows 
Vista", and "Windows 7".

The Metro "Start" screen has a "Metro Internet Explorer 10 beta" tile, a Metro

"Live Tiles" are ones that update continuously with current news of some sort. 
"Live Tiles" do not display news until you configure the "Metro App" by making 
some choices. 
The Metro "Start" screen has: 
a "Live Tile" for a "Metro App" called "Weather", 
a  "Live Tile" for a "Metro App" called "News", 
and a "Live Tile" for a "Metro App" called "Stocks".
